The consolidated financial statements include the results of the business combination using
the acquisition method whereby the assets and liabilities of the subsidiary are recognized
at fair value at the date of acquisition and their operating results are taken to the
statement of profit or loss and other comprehensive income from the date of acquisition,
and the recognition stop in case of losing control.

3) Use of estimates and judgments

There have been no material revisions to the nature and amount of changes in estimates
and Judgments used in the consolidated financial statements for year 2019.
