ASE Ranks First in Arab Region and Thirteenth Globally, and Chairs a
Sustainability Committee of the UNSSE

The Amman Stock Exchange (ASE) concluded 2025 with record performance, positioning
it among the world’'s top markets. It ranked first in the Arab region and thirteenth globally
in terms of index growth, according to Bloomberg. This performance followed a positive
upward trend since the end of 2024 across several indicators, especially the ASE General
Index weighted by free float shares (ASEGI), which rose to 3,611.6 points by the end of 2025
compared with 2,488.8 points at the end of 2024, an increase of 45.1%. Notably, the 2025
close represents the highest level since 2007. The ASE20 Index also increased to 1,978.6
points by the end of 2025, compared with 1,344.0 points at the end of 2024, an increase of
47.2%. The ASE Total Return Index (ASETR), which measures changes in share prices for
companies included in the index along with cash distributions assuming reinvestment in
the shares of index companies, rose to 2,602.1 points by the end of 2025 compared with
1,641.5 points at the end of 2024, an increase of 58.5%. The market capitalization of listed
companies on the ASE increased to approximately JD26.5 billion, marking the highest
annual closing value since 2007 and an increase of 50.1% compared with the end of 2024.
The growth rate in market capitalization represents the highest annual growth since 2005.

Trading value increased in 2025 to approximately JD2.2 billion compared with about
JD1.2 billion in 2024, an increase of 80.6%. The number of shares traded during 2025
reached approximately 1.1 billion shares executed through about 747 thousand contracts,
compared with 913.2 million shares traded in 2024 through about 543 thousand contracts.

Several sectors recorded an increase in the prices of their listed companies> shares by
the end of 2025, including: Electrical Industries 119.0%, Mining and Extraction Industries
77.3%, Transportation 51.8%, Banks 45.7%, Textiles, Leathers and Clothing Industries
42.1%, Utilities and Energy 37.0%, and Real Estate 35.2%. Also, the share prices rose for
106 listed companies, including 20 companies whose share prices increased by 10% or
more.
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The British Ambassador to Jordan, and the Head of Africa and Middle East, Primary Markets
at the London Stock Exchange (LSE), and his accompanying delegation discussed ways to
enhance cooperation and exchange experiences with Amman Stock Exchange (ASE)and
Jordanian capital market institutions during their visit to the ASE, in addition to discussing
mechanisms to promote and encourage investors in the United Kingdom to take advantage
of the investment opportunities available at the ASE.

During the meeting, the ASE presented a brief overview of its performance and market
developments, including improvements in financial, legislative, and digital indicators, and
efforts to enhance market competitiveness and investment attractiveness. The role of the
Securities Depository Center and settlement procedures in accordance with international
standards were also reviewed, which enhances market efficiency and stability.

The results showed a growth in GDP of 2.8% at
constant prices compared to the third quarter of 2024.

* The value of total exports during the first ten months of 2025 amounted to JD 8,588
million, an increase of 7.7%, compared to the same period in 2024. The value of national
exports reached JD 7,807 million, an increase of 7.6%, compared to the same period in
2024. The value of re-exports amounted to JD781 million, an increase of 9.1%, compared
to the same period in 2024. As for imports, their value reached JD17,347 million during the
same period in 2024, an increase of 10.8%, compared to the same period in 2024.

o Jordan advanced nine positions in the World Bank’'s 2024 Statistical Performance
Indicators (SPI), ranking 74" globally out of 190 countries, compared with 85" in 2016.
Jordan ranked third among Arab countries, behind Saudi Arabia and the United Arab
Emirates, and ahead of Egypt, Tunisia, and Palestine. The Kingdom scored 78.8 points on the
index, marking a 40% increase compared with the 2016 base year, which reflects sustained
improvements in the national statistical system led by the Department of Statistics.

* Preliminary data from the Central Bank of Jordan indicates that tourism revenue rose
by 12.6% in November 2025, reaching $606.6 million, compared with an increase of 14.9%
reaching $538.6 million during the same month last year. Tourism revenues rose by 7%
during the first 11 months of 2025, reaching $7,160.2 million, compared to a 3.1% decrease
in the same period in 2024, reaching to $6,691.7 million. The upswing is attributed to a
14.7% rise in tourist numbers.

* The Minister of Planning and International Cooperation, Zeina Toukan, signed two grant
agreements with the German Development Bank amounting to €30 million, aimed at
strengthening education and vocational and technical training in Jordan. Representing the
German side was Dr. Matthias Schmidt-Rosen, Director of the German Development Bank
Office in Jordan. The first agreement comprises a €20 million grant, marking the third
tranche of the German government’s contribution to the College of Advanced Vocational
Training (CAVT), one of the Crown Prince Foundation’s programmes, and implemented
by Al Hussein Technical University. The initiative seeks to modernise Jordan’s vocational
and technical education sector, aligning it more closely with labour market demands. The
second agreement is a supplementary grant of €10 million for the second phase of the
multi-year programme designed to accelerate the enrolment of Syrian refugee children in
formal education in Jordan, in support of the Ministry of Education.

* The IMF Executive Board completed the fourth review under the Extended Fund Facility
(EFF)andthefirstreviewunderthe Resilience and Sustainability Facility (RSF) arrangements
with Jordan, providing the authorities with immediate access to the equivalent of about
US$130 million. The Fund stated in its announcement: “Jordan’s economy remains
resilient, supported by sound macroeconomic policies and strong international support.
Growth accelerated to 2.7% in the first half of 2025 and is expected to reach 3% in the
coming years, driven by large investment projects, enhanced regional integration, and the
continued implementation of structural reforms.”
