ASE Launches a New Update to the “Boursa” App to Enhance its features and
Provide Advanced Visual Analytics Tools

The ASE has launched a new update to its smart mobile application, Boursa, reflecting its
ongoing commitment to developing advanced digital tools that meet investors’ expectations
and facilitate seamless access to accurate market data. The update enables precise
monitoring of market movements and comprehensive follow-up of financial reports and
disclosures issued by traded companies.

The new version introduces a range of features designed to enhance the user experience.
The home page has been upgraded to display key statistics for the three main indices
(ASEGI, ASETR, ASE20), including daily change in points, percentage change since the
beginning of the year, as well as the 12-month high and low closing values. This provides
users with a quick and comprehensive analytical overview of overall market trends.

Users can now also review historical events executed at the individual company level. In
addition, the app allows customization of the data displayed on the company information
page according to user preferences, along with the ability to control the scrolling speed of
displayed data—offering a more flexible and seamless interactive experience.

The update further introduces a Heatmap feature, providing an intelligent visual
representation of securities’ performance based on relative size and color density. This
enables users to quickly identify market and sector movements at a glance. A new “My
Watch List” Compact View option has also been added, allowing users to monitor a larger
number of securities simultaneously with greater efficiency. As part of enhancing security
and ease of access, the app now supports biometric login, offering a higher level of
protection and faster account access.

The ASE invites investors, market participants, and those interested in the capital market
to update the Boursa application via the App Store and Google Play, and benefit from an
advanced digital experience that provides accurate real-time market monitoring through a
modern, user-friendly interface enriched with statistical data.

The Amman Stock Exchange (ASE) participated in the 2026 CFA Institute Competition,
launched by the CFA Institute in cooperation with the Jordanian Society of Financial Analysts,
with the aim of honing students> skills in financial analysis, valuation, and investment.

The ASE's CEO, Mazen Wathaifi, participated as a member of the judging panel, reflecting
the AE>s ongoing support for academic initiatives that enhance the capabilities of young
professionals in the financial sector.

The current cycle of research focused on analyzing and evaluating Nutridar company.
University teams presented comprehensive financial reports that included an analysis of
financial and operational performance, a study of the industry environment, an estimate
of the company's fair value, and investment recommendations based on sound scientific
principles and established methodologies.

Six Jordanian universities competed in the competition: Princess Sumaya University for
Technology, Yarmouk University, the Hashemite University, the University of Jordan, the
AmericanUniversity of Madaba,and the German Jordanian University. Theirteamsdelivered
professional analytical presentations to a panel of expert judges from the financial sector.

The competition concluded with Princess Sumaya University for Technology winning first
place at the local level, while the University of Jordan came in second. The first-place
winner (Princess Sumaya University) qualified to participate in the regional challenge to
be held in Cairo, Egypt, next May.

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National Economy and Latest Developments

» The value of total exports during the year 2025 amounted to JD 10,583 million, anincrease
of 10.1%, compared to the same period in 2024. The value of national exports reached JD
9,624 million, an increase of 9.9%, compared to the same period in 2024. The value of re-
exports amounted to JD 959 million, an increase of 12.3%, compared to the same period
in 2024. As for imports, their value reached JD 20,528 million during the same period in
2024, an increase of 7.5%, compared to the same period in 2024.

e Minister of Planning and International Cooperation, Zeina Toukan, signed a financing
agreement of $28 million with Mr. Sultan bin Abdulrahman Al-Murshed, Chief Executive
Officer of the Saudi Fund for Development (SFD). The agreement provides for equipping
Princess Basma Hospital, following a previous grant of 70 million US dollars provided by
the Fund to support the establishment of the hospital in Irbid Governorate.

* Within the framework of strengthening development cooperation between Jordan and
the Arab Fund for Economic and Social Development, a financing agreement was signed
for the Fund’'s contribution to supporting the electricity supply project for the National
Water Carrier. The agreement is valued at 58 million Kuwaiti dinars (approximately USD
189 million). The agreement was signed on behalf of the Jordanian side by Dr. Abdul Hakim
Al-Shibli, Minister of Finance, and Dr. Sufyan Al-Batayneh, Director General of the National
Electric Power Company. It was signed on behalf of the Fund by Mr. Fawzi Al-Huneif, Director
General and Chairman of the Board of the Fund.

e Preliminary data issued by the Central Bank of Jordan indicated that the Kingdom's
tourism income increased by 4.1% in January 2026, reaching $708.5 million, compared
to $680.5 million in the same month of 2025. This growth is attributed to a 3.2% rise in
tourists numbers.

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National Economy and Latest Developments

« The Central Bank of Jordan (CBJ) approved the adoption of digital identity through
the “Sanad” application across all banks operating in the Kingdom, recognising it as an
official and valid form of customer identification equivalent to the national ID card for
banking services and transactions. The decision forms part of the CBJ's ongoing efforts
to accelerate the automation and digitisation of banking operations, aimed at enhancing
efficiency, simplifying procedures and improving customer experience. Under the new
measure, customers will be able to complete banking transactions by presenting their
digital ID via the Sanad app without the need to show a physical ID card. Identity verification
will be conducted through secure, accredited electronic systems designed to ensure the
protection of personal data.
