Companies Listed on the ASE Achieve the Second Highest Historical Profits
for the First Quarter with an Increase of 9.9%

The Amman Stock Exchange (ASE) Revealed
that 96% out of 159 listed companies have
provided the ASE with their reviewed quarterly
financial statements for the period ended
31/03/2026 within the specified period,
through the e- disclosure system XBRL. This
high percentage reflects the compliance of
listed companies with the laws and regulations,
and the compliance of such companies with the
principles of transparency and disclosure.

In addition, all listed companies on the ASE
should provide their reviewed interim financial

statements within the specified period, according to the Directives for Listing Securities
on the ASE. He also confirmed that the ASE posts these financial statements on the ASE
website www.exchange.jo under Circulars and Disclosures/ Quarterly reports window.

The profits after tax attributable to the company's shareholders for the first quarter of
2026 for the public shareholding companies listed on the ASE that provided their financial
statements increased to reach JD620.7 million, compared to JD564.8 million for the first
quarter of 2025, an increase of 9.9%, thus, it represents the second highest historical net
profits achieved by the listed companies on the ASE for the first quarter, following the
first quarter profits of 2022. The profits before tax for these companies also increased,
reaching JD842.8 million for the first quarter of 2026, compared to JD804.8 million for the
first quarter of 2025, an increase of 7.4%.

In terms of sectors, profits after tax attributable to the company's shareholders for the
first quarter of 2026 for the services sector increased by 105.1%, the industrial sector
increased by 8.0%, and the financial sector increased by 2.1%.
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The JSC Publishes Key Highlights of the Draft Amended Securities Law

The Cabinet approved a draft law amending the Securities Law for 2026 and referred it to
the Lower House of Parliament to proceed with the constitutional process for its enactment.

The draft law aligns the responsibilities of the Jordan Securities Commission with those set
out in the Law Regulating Dealings in Foreign Exchanges and the Law Regulating Dealings
in Virtual Assets, Investment in Such Assets, and the Licensing of Companies Operating in
that sector. It also changes the commission’s name to the Capital Market Authority.

The draft excludes securities from the Law on Government Ownership of Funds Subject to
Prescription, given that the Securities Depository Center maintains ownership records and
ensures that ownership rights and related financial entitlements do not lapse over time.

The legislation regulates trading in digital securities to keep pace with developments
in financial technology. It also sets minimum and maximum interest rates that financial
services companies may charge to protect investors from excessive rates. In addition, it
safeguards investor rights by requiring listed companies to take into account the interests
of minority shareholders before making major decisions related to corporate restructuring
and mergers.

Mutual funds will be permitted to invest in new asset classes, including real estate, with
the aim of diversifying investments and reducing risk. The draft law also allows baskets of
shares in multiple companies to be traded as a single unit on the capital market.

The legislation provides for the licensing of equity crowdfunding platforms to pool small
savingsintolarger, productiveinvestmentsthrough anorganized and regulated mechanism.

It requires companies whose securities are registered with the commission to transfer
undistributed or unclaimed dividends to the Securities Depository Center so that they can
be paid to their rightful beneficiaries, thereby protecting investor rights.

As part of efforts to strengthen governance and integrity, the draft law prohibits
commissioners of the authority and their relatives from trading in or owning stakes in
financial services companies, in accordance with instructions to be issued for that purpose.

This step comes in cooperation with the Ministry of Digital Economy and Entrepreneurship,
following the completion of all necessary technical and operational requirements, and as
part of strengthening integration with the national digital identity ecosystem and electronic
verification services.

The feature contributes to expanding inclusive access for citizens to their financial data
through the “Sanad” app interface, particularly enabling users to view details of securities
ownership registered in the records of the Securities Depository Center. This aligns with
national digital transformation objectives of the Jordanian Government and reinforces the
role of the SDC as a key component of the capital market infrastructure.

National Economy and Latest Developments

e The value of total exports during the first two months in 2026 amounted to JD 1,711
million, a slight decrease of 0.8%, compared to the same period in 2025. The value of
national exports reached JD 1,350 million, an increase of 3%, compared to the same period
in 2025. The value of re-exports amounted to JD 361 million, adecrease of 12.6%, compared
to the same period in 2025. As for imports, their value reached JD 3,005 million during the
first two months in 2026, a decrease of 2.5%, compared to the same period in 2025.

 Fitch Ratings has affirmed Jordan’s sovereign credit rating at BB- with a stable outlook,
despite ongoing regional security challenges. The agency said that the affirmation
reflects Jordan’s economic and fiscal stability, the resilience of its economy in the face of
external shocks, progress in economic and financial reforms, a robust banking sector and
continued international support. Fitch projected economic growth to reach around 2.6 per
centin 2026, citing the impact of regional instability on the tourism sector and a decline in
European visitor numbers.

 The Open Market Operations Committee at the Central Bank of Jordan held its third
meeting of 2026 where it decided to maintain the key interest rate of the Central Bank at
its current rate of 5.75% while keeping the interest rates on various monetary instruments
unchanged. This decision is taken in line with the Central Bank's main objective of
maintaining monetary and financial stability in the Kingdom, in addition to alignment of the
domestic interest rates structure with the prevailing levels of interest rates in international
and regional financial markets.

e At the level of macroeconomic performance, tourism revenues reached approximately
$1.65 billion during the first quarter of the current year. In addition, remittances from
Jordanians abroad increased by 12.7% in the first two months, reaching $740 million.

« Jordan Enterprise Development Corporation (JEDCO), in cooperation with the World
Trade Organization (WTO) and the International Trade Centre (ITC), launched the “Women
Exporters in the Digital Economy (WEIDE)". Talking at the launching ceremony, Minister of
Industry, Trade and Supply Yarub Qudah said the fund’s inauguration in Jordan comes as
part of ongoing national efforts to enhance women’s economic participation. He stated the
fund provides a "practical” tool to support women-led enterprises by combining financial
support with technical assistance, enabling them to overcome challenges, enhance
competitiveness, and access international markets. He reiterated the government's
commitment to economic and legislative reforms to support small and medium-sized
enterprises (SMEs), particularly those owned by women, thereby strengthening Jordan's
position within the global trading system and achieving sustainable economic growth.

e The International Monetary Fund (IMF) announced that it has reached a staff-level
agreement with the Jordanian government on the fifth review of the economic reform
program under the Extended Fund Facility (EFF) arrangement, as well as the second
review under the Resilience and Sustainability Facility (RSF). IMF Chief of Staff Cesar Serra
said the Jordanian economy has continued to demonstrate resilience, supported by the
government’'s commitment to prudent macroeconomic policies and strong international
backing. He noted that real Gross Domestic Product (GDP) growth reached 2.8% in 2025,
adding that growth momentum is expected to strengthen in early 2026.
